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Does it seem life hasn’t been fair to you and your children? Find out about the darkness before dawn. 

The people who walk in darkness will see a great light. For those who live in a land of deep darkness, a light will shine. Isaiah 9:2 (NLT)

When I lived in Oklahoma I lived out in the country. As a single mom the only time I had to get alone with God was early in the morning. In the summer, when it seemed like the temperature was over 100 degrees for days on end, I would get up before the break of day and sit outside. 

It was the coolest part of the day and it was also the darkest time of night.  I would look out on the field behind my house and as I sat there talking to God I would see the light begin to shine out over the field. Very quickly I would see the dew shining like diamonds on the vine on my fence. Then all of a sudden I would see the sun rising over the surface and with it came the full force of day and life. 

Due to circumstances beyond our control life may seem dark and foreboding. Perhaps life hasn’t been fair to you and your children. You want more out of life than what you are getting and there doesn’t seem to be any hope for you. You look for peace and comfort but it doesn’t come. There is hope and that hope comes through the rising of the Son of God, Jesus Christ. 

When the sun came up in those early morning hours, I could see to read my Bible. Things became clearer and in those moments between God and me, I got the strength to move forward with life. I found hope in His word. I found peace through talking to the Son. I found comfort to sustain whatever came my way that day. 

In Isaiah 9:1 Isaiah tells the people, “Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in distress…...” He goes on to tell them that the Jesus Christ, the Son of God will rise and shine His light on the world.

Jesus brings light into our dark lives. He brings peace into our lives. No matter what you have experienced or what you are going through right now Jesus can bring you peace, hope and comfort. All you have to do is reach out to Him.
