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God wants a better life for you and your children. Let His words fall on you. 

“Let my teaching fall like rain and my words descend like dew, like showers on new grass, like abundant rain on tender plants." Deuteronomy 32:2 (NIV)

In a perfect world we would all be perfect parents. We would be tender and kind to our children and our kids would obey and honor us. As single parents there are days you may wonder if you are just going to survive. And how about the days where tenderness doesn’t even enter your mind. It’s becomes a game of “Just Get Through the Day”.

God wants a better life for you and your kids. Let His words fall on you. Close your eyes and imagine a gentle soft rain falling on you. His words can “descend like the dew” upon you. They can nourish you like an “abundant rain on new plants”. 

Take this scripture in Deuteronomy, and using an dry erase marker, write it on your bathroom mirror so it is the last thing you see each night and the first thing you see each morning. (Dry erase markers can be wiped off the mirror.) Take a minute or two to think on this scripture. His teachings can’t fall like rain on you if you stay shut up inside your mind and your heart. Open up to the Lord.

For the next few days take a moment each day to stop and look around you. Look for God’s goodness that is around you. Perhaps it comes on your drive to work. Perhaps it’s something funny your child says. Maybe it is that silly “Knock-Knock” joke your six year-old tries on you. Maybe it’s the way your teen looks when they are asleep.

When you look for those moments and you find them and you will find them, take a moment to thank Jesus. Develop an attitude of gratitude for God’s mercy. 

Thank Him for this opportunity to be your child’s parent. When you allow God’s word to fall like rain on you, your kids will notice. Maybe not at first but give them time and they will see Christ in you. Your parenting will become easier. Your life will be fuller. You may still rush through the day but you will do it with His nourishment.

“So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live your lives in him, rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.” Colossians 2:6-7 (NIV)
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
