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It’s easy to forget to nourish our spiritual walk. When that happens our faith may begin to waver. What do you do then?

“Now faith is confidence in what we hope for and assurance about what we do not see.” Hebrews 11:1 (NIV) 

When I became a single mom to two children, I have to be honest and share with you that at times my faith wavered. I was a believer but I wasn’t so sure about the “assurance about what we do not see” part. 

When the money ran out before the end of the month and there were still bills to pay, my confidence in God wavered. When my daughter came home from school and stated she needed a new color guard outfit or my son exclaimed at ten o’clock one night there was a science project due the next morning my faith wavered. I’m embarrassed to admit that I would go to bed and argue and question God.  

I wondered,  “Shouldn’t life be a little easier for the faithful?” 

Other situations when kids disobeyed or were disrespectful caused me great concern. When my teen daughter went through her, “whatttt-evah!” stage, I thought I was going to go absolutely mad. 

Eventually I came to realize that some of these things are what almost every parent goes through at one time or another. It’s just that as a single parent you are alone in dealing with everything.

I came to understand what an honor it was to have the privilege of raising my children by myself. When the kids were with me, I could decide what was best for them. I could discipline each child how I felt was right.  I could show them unconditional love and boundaries without interference. 

Instead of crying about how hard it was I changed my perspective and my attitude. I had to learn to say, “It is what it is. Deal with it!” 

Now I wish I would have smiled more and laughed longer. I wish I had kidded my daughter through her “whattt-evah!” period. I wish I had hugged more often.  


I learned that life is a little easier for the faithful but that doesn’t mean that there is more money necessarily or that the kids automatically obey.  It does mean, “without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him 

must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him”. Hebrews 11:6 (NIV)

The relationship with my adult children, their healthy lives and the grandchildren they have given me are just part of my reward. God is faithful to the single parent who loves Him. God is good and He is always there for you even when your faith wavers. 
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
