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 Many single parents barely make it through their day. Serving God can seem like a far away goal. Be encourag-ed through this devotion that you are worthy enough to serve.

As Jesus looked up, he saw the rich putting their gifts into the temple treasury. He also saw a poor widow put in two very small copper coins. “Truly I tell you,” he said, “this poor widow has put in more than all the others. All these people gave their gifts out of their wealth; but she out of her poverty put in all she had to live on.” Luke 21:1-4 (NIV)
Many of us have read this story. You might have heard ministers preach on it and workshop leaders quote it. But have you ever really sat down and contemplated on how this story can affect your life as a single mom or dad? 

What do we know about the widow? 

1. She went to the same temple where the rich attended   

2. She was poor

3. She put in two very small copper coins

4. Jesus noticed her

5. Jesus talked about her

6. She put in all she had to live on but she put in more than any of the others

Do you sometimes feel like you don’t fit in at church? I imagine this poor widow didn’t feel like she fit in with the wealthy people at the temple treasury. I’m pretty sure she didn’t feel like she was contributing very much to the Kingdom with her small offering. 

God used a poor widow woman to be an example to the disciples and others. Jesus talked about this woman to others. Whoa! Can you imagine Jesus talking about you? I can because I have seen many single parents give of their talents, time and resources to serve Him. These are people who make a difference in the Kingdom. Like this widow, most are not aware of how their lives are impacting other people. 

Today ministers and church leaders use the story of the poor widow to teach others.  This widow was worthy enough to serve. 

Are you worthy enough to serve? Maybe right now it is just in raising your children alone. God can use your story of parenting alone to minister to others. Through the blood of Jesus Christ we are all worthy enough to serve.
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
